Security

✔ Automatic Updates
✔ Sandboxing-If the Chromebook is directed to an infected page, it can’t affect the other tabs or apps 

on the computer, or anything else on the machine.

✔ Verified Boot-. Every time the Chromebook starts up, it does a self-check called "Verified Boot." 

✔ Data Encryption-When using web apps on a Chromebook, all important data is stored safely in 
the cloud

✔ Recovery Mode-If anything goes wrong with a Chromebook, you can simply push a button or use a quick 
keyboard combination to enter recovery mode and restore the operating system to a known good version.
